RFT 500 40W 

Remove the RFT500 cover lid (side with the front panel display).  Once removed you can do the following to reset to factory default selections.

You can reset the M&C of your RFT by jumping U18 pin 17 (pin 17 is near the C in C35) to ground for about 10sec.  Your RFT should re-boot if you do this correctly.  This clears memory and may fix odd problems in operation.  You must do this if you change firmware but it is a good idea to do this before testing any unit unless verifying faults.  

Tell me what you find out.  

Oh the 10V is rated 100mv I finally found it noted in the manual in section 5, page 5-7 in the table.
